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5-Track & Glass Goblins' "Lost
Soul Island" comprises a number
of drums, bass, guitar 'n' vocals

- rock cuts, the tracks evoking
. spacerock jammers such as Acid

Mothers Temple and Phish, while
reminding the listener also of
some of the Velvet Underground's
work. Slow, hazy songs such as
'Space Angel,' 'Kira' (echoes of
Hendrix) and 'Godless Weather'
groove in an inescapable way,
while the closer 'Can't Find The
Ocean' marries riff-tastic guitar
with garage bass and drums. One
for Deadheads expanding out
from Haight-Ashbury perhaps.
